Merkel Cell Carcinoma - Abstract

Merkel cell carcinoma (MCC) is a frequently lethal skin cancer with
a higher associated mortality (46%) than melanoma (~15%) and
evidence of rapidly increasing incidence.

Management of MCC is challenging, because therapy is different in
nature than for other skin malignancies and is controversial within the
literature. Proper care requires coordination between dermatologists,
surgeons, radiation and medical oncologists.

This session will cover current data on the clinical presentation, staging,
pathology, prognostic features and management of MCC.

Akey focus will be linking the newly discovered Merkel cell polyomavirus
and immune evasion by this cancer to survival and to emerging,

mechanism-based therapies.

Dr. Nghiem specialized in Dermatology at Massachusetts
General Hospital in Boston, and has carried out extensive clinical and investigative
work in the field of skin cancer. He currently works as a cancer biologist with an
interest in signal transduction, cell cycle checkpoints, and immunology (see
www.pnlab.org). A major focus in his lab is a UV- and polyomavirus-associated
skin cancer called Merkel cell carcinoma (MCC, see www.merkelcell.org).
Dr. Nghiem is the author of over 60 papers that in aggregate have been cited over
1500 times. He currently has 5 grants from the NIH and American Cancer Society.
